tax or assessment was payable until the date of actual payment.

In connection with any delinquency of taxes, assessments or municipal charges exceeding
$10,000 which has not been paid prior to the end of a calendar year, there shall be
imposed a penalty in the sum equal to six percent (6%) of the delinquency.

With respect to tax certificates held by the municipality, the following additional
penalties shall be charged:

Two percent (2%) on the amount due over $200 up to $5,000;
Four percent (4%) on the amount due over $5,000 up to $10,000; and
Six percent (6%) should the certificate amount exceed $10,000.00.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that no interest shall be charged if payment of any
installment is made within ten (10) days after the date upon which the same became

payable.

CASH MANAGEMENT PLAN OF THE BOROUGH OF CLOSTER
IN THE COUNTY OF BERGEN, NEW JERSEY

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

This Cash Management Plan (the “Plan”) is prepared pursuant to the provisions of
N.J.S.A. 40A:5-14 in order to set forth the basis for the deposits (“Deposits™) and investments
(“Permitted Investments™) of certain public funds of the Borough of Closter, pending the use of
such funds for the intended purposes. The Plan is intended to assure that all public funds
identified herein are deposited in interest bearing Deposits or otherwise invested in Permitted
Investments hereinafter referred to. The intent of the Plan is to provide that the decisions made
with regard to the Deposits and the Permitted Investments will be done to insure the safety, the
liquidity (regarding its availability for the intended purposes), and the maximum investment
return within such limits. The Plan is intended to insure that any Deposit or Permitted Investment
matures within the time period that approximates the prospective need for the funds deposited or
invested so that there is not a risk to the market value of such Deposits or Permitted Investments.

DESIGNATION OF OFFICIALS OF THE BOROUGH OF CLOSTER AUTHORIZED TO

8. TERM OF PLAN

This Plan shall be in effect from January 1, 2020 to December 31, 2020. Attached to this Plan is a
resolution of the governing body of the Borough of Closter approving this Plan for such period of
time. The Plan may be amended from time to time. To the extent that any amendment is adopted by
the Mayor and Council, the Designated Official is directed to supply copies of the amendments to all
of the parties who otherwise have received the copy of the originally approved Plan, which
amendment shall be acknowledged in writing in the same manner as the original Plan as so
acknowledged.

WHEREAS, the governing body of the Borough of Closter has determined that certain
procedures need to be established to accomplish this policy;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT REAFFIRMED by the Borough of Closter that:

Section 1: No official, employee, appointee or volunteer of the Borough of Closter by
whatever title known, or any entity that is in any way a part of the Borough of Closter, shall engage,
either directly or indirectly, in any act including the failure to act that constitutes discrimination,
harassment or a violation of any person’s constitutional rights while such official, employee,
appointee, volunteer, or entity is engaged in or acting on behalf of the Borough of Closter’s business
or using the facilities or property of the Borough of Closter.

Section 2: The prohibitions and requirements of this resolution shall extend to any person or
entity, including but not limited to any volunteer organization or inter-local organization, whether
structured as a governmental entity or a private entity, that receives authorization or support in any
way from the Borough of Closter to provide services that otherwise could be performed by the
Borough of Closter.

Section 3: Discrimination, harassment and civil rights shall be defined for purposes of this
resolution using the latest definitions contained in the applicable Federal and State laws concerning
discrimination, harassment and civil rights.

Section 4: The Borough Administrator shall establish written procedures for any person to

report alleged discrimination, harassment and violations of civil rights prohibited by this resolution.

Such procedures shall include alternate ways to report a complaint so that the person making the

complaint need not communicate with the alleged violator in the event the alleged violator would be
the normal contact for such complaints.

Section S: No person shall retaliate against any person who reports any alleged
discrimination, harassment or violation of civil rights, provided however, that any person who
reports alleged violations in bad faith shall be subject to appropriate discipline.

Section 6: The Borough Administrator shall establish written procedures that require all
officials, employees, appointees and volunteers of the Borough of Closter, as well as all other entities
subject to this resolution, to periodically complete training concerning their duties, responsibilities
and rights pursuant to this resolution.

Section 7: The Borough Administrator shall establish a system to monitor compliance and
shall report at least annually to the governing body the results of the monitoring.

Section 8: At least annually, the Borough Administrator shall cause a summary of this
resolution and the procedures established pursuant to this resolution to be communicated within the
Borough of Closter. This communication shall include a statement from the governing body
expressing its unequivocal commitment to enforce this resolution. This summary shall also be
posted on the Borough of Closter's web site.

Section 9: This resolution shall take effect immediately.



Section 10: A copy of this resolution shall be published in the official newspaper of the
Borough of Closter in order for the public to be made aware of this policy and the Borough of
Closter’s commitment to the implementation and enforcement of this policy.
