The Memorial Day Ceremony is held on the north side of Veteran’s Memorial Park,
immediately following the conclusion of the parade. Should weather pose a problem, the
Memorial Day Ceremony will be held at the Closter Elks Lodge, located on Railroad
Avenue. In either event, all are invited to the Closter Elks Lodge for free refreshments at
the conclusion of the ceremony.
