Households that registered in 2020 will not have to fill out a new registration 

form, but will need to show a driver’s license or other documentation of current Closter residency.  The 

MacBain Farm, 203 Hickory Lane, is open Wednesdays, Saturdays and Sundays from 9am-1pm and 4pm-

6pm.
